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BEL AIR BOOK FESTIVAL (BABF) EXHIBITOR AGREEMENT - TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. The Bel Air Book Festival, hereafter “BABF” includes but is not limited to The Highlands School, Inc., the Bel Air Cultural Arts Commission, 
the Town of Bel Air, and the Harford County Public Library, as well as the officers, employees, representatives, agents and volunteers of
The Highlands School, Inc., the Bel Air Cultural Arts Commission, the Town of Bel Air, and the Harford County Public Library.

2. The Bel Air Book Festival, hereafter will be referred to as “the Event.”

3. The Event takes place rain or shine. No refunds will be issued to Exhibitors who cancel their space.

4. BABF reserves the right, in its sole and absolute discretion, to reject any application, or to limit participation in the Event.

5. The terms and conditions of the Exhibitor Guidelines, as amended from time to time by BABF, shall be considered a part of this agreement. 
Exhibitors are responsible for reviewing the Guidelines carefully and being familiar with the terms and conditions therein.

6. The Exhibitor contact listed on the application portion of this agreement shall be authorized to make all decisions regarding participation 
in the Event.

7. (a) BABF, Event sponsors and the employees, representatives and agents of each shall not be liable for any claims, liabilities, costs and 
charges (including attorney’s fees and costs) for injury, loss or damage to property or persons (including death) arising out of Exhibitor’s 
activities in connection with the Event, or any breach of any representation, warranty or covenant in this agreement.

 (b) Exhibitor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless BABF, Event sponsors and the employees, representatives and agents of each
from all claims, liabilities and damages (including attorney’s fees and court costs) for injury, loss or damage to property or persons 
(including death) arising out of Exhibitor activities in connection with the Event, or for breach of any representation, warranty or
covenant in this agreement.

8. Exhibitor shall pay all sales or other taxes, fees and assessments required by any applicable, federal, state or local law in connection with 
the Exhibitor’s participation in the Event. Exhibitor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless BABF for any taxes (including fees and 
penalties, if any) required to be paid by BABF in connection with the Exhibitor’s activities under this contract. Exhibitor shall provide BABF 
with all requested documentation to evidence Exhibitor’s compliance with tax laws and rules.

9. In the case of excessively inclement weather or other acts or events outside the control of BABF, the BABF reserves the right to
cancel this Event. 

10. Under no circumstances shall BABF be liable for consequential, indirect, special or punitive damages of any kind in connection with its 
activities or omissions under this Agreement regardless of whether such damages were foreseeable.

11. Failure by Exhibitor to adhere to any provision of this Agreement may result in cancellation of this Agreement.

12. Exhibitor may not Assign this agreement or trade, sell, share or otherwise transfer the advertising or exhibiting rights provided for
in this Agreement.

13. Waiver of any term of this Agreement or failure of BABF to terminate this Agreement on account of any breach of Exhibitor shall not
be deemed a waiver of BABF’s rights to subsequently enforce any term or to terminate this contract by reason of any subsequent
breach by Exhibitor.

14. This Agreement, together with any exhibits or attachments, constitutes the parties’ entire agreement with respect to the subject matter 
hereof and supersedes all prior statements or agreements, both written or oral. Exhibitor agrees that no representations of any kind have 
been made to Exhibitor by BABF or by any of its agents and that no understanding has been made or agreement entered into other than
as set forth herein.
